RULES FOR FAST/ABSTINENCE 
On Abstinence - Age 14 & Older 
Complete abstinence is to be observed on Ash 
Wednesday, Good Friday & the Fridays of Lent.  
Meat may not be eaten on these days. 
 
On Fast - Ages 21 - 59 
Days of fast are Ash Wednesday and Good Friday.  
On days of fast, one full meal is allowed.  Two other 
meals, sufficient to maintain strength, may be taken 
according to each one's needs, but together they 
should not equal another full meal.  Eating between 
meals is not permitted, but liquids, including milk and 
fruit juices, are allowed.  When health or ability to 
work would be affected, the law does not apply.  If 
you have questions concerning fast/abstinence, please 
consult one of our parish priests.
