My mind is having difficulty writing
this column because it is the Wednesday
before Christmas, and our bulletin for
January 1, 2012 needed to be at the
publisher by December 23! So, | haven’t
even experienced Christmas and the joy
| am assuming it will entail. (I know of
the danger in making assumptions, so |
will write about Christmas next week.)

Because of my dilemma, | will,
therefore, attempt to reflect on the beginning of the New
Year. A New Year's resolution is “a commitment that an
individual makes to one or more lasting personal goals,
projects, or the reforming of a habit.” Some of these goals
are: focus on health (exercise, diet, drink less, quit smoking),
improve finances, career, education, attitude adjustment and
volunteerism. As | read this, | was disappointed, but not
surprised, that “spirituality” was not on the list of resolutions.
| imagine that we already have prayer and attending Church
and Christian service as a concrete aspect of our lives, but |
believe these practices are not always the case.

As we begin this brand New Year, with God’s grace and
providential care, we need to make an effort to look at our
prayer life: quality and quantity -- what we are doing and
what we need to do to improve/deepen our relationship with
the Lord. Some suggestions: daily Mass at least once or
twice a week; Catholic spiritual reading weekly; praying over
the Scriptures; encouraging and bringing people back to
church; attending Eucharistic Exposition on Tuesdays;
making a holy hour at the Adoration Chapel; praying the
rosary; and, receiving the Sacrament of Reconciliation.
These are just some examples of what may be done. Our
faith is the most important aspect of our lives, for our soul
needs to be nourished daily, just like our body needs daily
nourishment. At the end of our life, our soul takes us home
to God. All the other resolutions are great, but why not start
with the most important?

Next Sunday, we celebrate the Epiphany of the Lord.
With gratitude to the Education Commission, the parish is
offering a gift to all of you, which is a kit consisting of holy
water, salt, chalk and the prayer to bless our homes. Look
for the article in this week’s bulletin. | will write more about
the blessing next week.

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Bless Your Home on the Feast of Epiphany

The feast of Epiphany, is traditionally celebrated the 12" day after Christmas. In the
dioceses of the United States this feast has been moved to Sunday January 8, 2012.

The custom of blessing the home likely grew from the account of the words in the
Gospel, “And entering into the house, they found the Child with Mary, His Mother,

and falling down they adored Him.” Matthew 2:11.

The father of the family leads his family in prayer, blessing each room with holy water. Then using chalk that has been
previously blessed, the entry doors of the home are inscribed with the following;:

20+ C+ M + B+12
The initials are separated by crosses and the year above the door.

The initials CMB stand for the three wise men, Caspar, Melchior and Balthasar, who visited
the newborn Christ, offering Him gifts of gold, frankincense and myrrh.

The initials CMB also stand for the words “ Christus Mansionem Benedicat” which means “ Christ bless this house”.
This inscription above the entry doors of our homes is a reminder to us that we should be with
Christ in all our comings and goings.

After all masses on Sunday January 8, “home blessing kits” will be available, while supplies last.

Every family, regardless of size or age, is welcome to receive a kit to bless their home.
