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Bless Your Home on the Feast of Epiphany

The feast of Epiphany, is traditionally celebrated the 12" day after Christmas. In the
dioceses of the United States this feast has been moved to Sunday January 8, 2012.

The custom of blessing the home likely grew from the account of the words in the
Gospel, “And entering into the house, they found the Child with Mary, His Mother, and
falling down they adored Him.” Matthew 2:11.

The father of the family leads his family in prayer, blessing each room with holy water. Then using chalk that has been
previously blessed, the entry doors of the home are inscribed with the following;:

20+ C+ M + B+12
The initials are separated by crosses and the year above the door.

The initials CMB stand for the three wise men, Caspar, Melchior and Balthasar, who visited
the newborn Christ, offering Him gifts of gold, frankincense and myrrh.

The initials CMB also stand for the words “ Christus Mansionem Benedicat” which means “ Christ bless this house”.
This inscription above the entry doors of our homes is a reminder to us that we should be with
Christ in all our comings and goings.

After all masses on Sunday January 8, “home blessing kits” will be available, while supplies last.
Every family, regardless of size or age, is welcome to receive a kit to bless their home.

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Father Bechill’s Beacon

Today, the Church celebrates
Epiphany, or the “manifestation”
of our newborn King, Jesus Christ.
I have always found the title of
this feast a little funny since Jesus
is already manifested to the world,
but I think the Gospel gives us a
good clue as to why “Epiphany” is
a fitting and just title.

In today’s Gospel, Wise men come from the East
to inquire about and pay homage to the newborn
Jesus. These gentlemen were probably heathen
astrologers/philosophers/scientists, etc. The Gospel
author recounts this action to show that the
revelation of Jesus Christ is not only for the Jews,
but for the whole world. The fact that these Wise
men come to see our Lord reveals that Jesus is the
fulfillment of all humans longing for God.

I believe that our feast today is called “Epiphany”
because of the symbolism of the gifts that our Wise
men give Jesus. Gold, frankincense, and myrrh are
given to Jesus. Gold is a fitting gift for any king,
frankincense is a priestly gift since it is through the
office of priests that sacrifice is offered to God, and
myrrh is a burial ointment. All three of these gifts
revel and manifest to us who Jesus is — Priest,
Prophet, and King. Give to the baby Jesus the gold
of your good deeds, the fragrant incense of your pure
prayer, and the myrrh of your participation in his
Cross.
